One of the most powerful and unique
fighter planes of the Second World War was
developed by the Chance Vought Corpora-
tion during the late 1930’s.The inverted gull
wings and abnorally large propeller put the
Vought Corsair in the record books as the
first U.S. war plane to exceed 400 mph.

Rittyhawk WWII Fighter

The Flying Tigers flew P-40C Tomahawks and the later improved P-40E
version, which was armed with six fifty caliber machine guns in its
wings. In slightly over six months, from December 1941 to July 4,
1942, led by Col. Claire Chennault and with pilots such as Robert
Scott, David Lee 'Tex' Hill, and Pappy Boyington, they were able to
destroy 286 Japanese airplanes, while only losing 12 of their own
planes in combat.
